EL PASADO SIMPLE

A la hora de conjugar el pasado simple en inglés debemos tener en cuenta céomo
conjugar el verbo “to be”, como hacerlo con el “to have” y como hacerlo con el resto de
los verbos. Veamoslo en detalle:

El verbo “to be”

El verbo “to be” significa “ser” y “estar”.

Su formacion en la forma afirmativa no tiene contraccion:

Significado Sin contraer
Yo era, yo estaba I was

T eras, tu estabas You were

El era, el estaba He was

Ella era, ella estaba She was

Ello era, ello estaba It was
Nosotros éramos, nosotros estabamos | We were
Vosotros érais, vosotros estabais You were
Ellos eran, ellos estaban They were

La forma negativa es:

Significado Sin contraer Contraido
Yo no era, yo no estaba I was not I wasn't

T no eras, tu no estabas You were not You weren 't
El no era, él no estaba He was not He wasn't
Ella no era, ella no estaba She was not She wasn't
Ello no era, ello no estaba It was not It wasn't
Nosotros no éramos, no estabamos | We were not We weren't
Vosotros no érais, no estabais You were not You weren't
Ellos no eran, ello no estaban They were not They weren't

La forma interrogativa tampoco tiene forma contraida:

Significado Sin contraer
¢Era yo, estaba yo? Was I?

¢Eras tu, estabas tu? Were you?
cEra él, estaba élI? Was he?
¢Era ella, estaba ella? Was she?
¢Era ello, estaba ello? Was it?
¢Eramos nosotros, estibamos nosotros? | Were we?
¢Erais vosotros, estabais vosotros? Were you?
¢Eran ellos, estaban ellos? Were they?
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El verbo “to have”

El verbo “to have” significa “tener” y “haber”.

La forma afirmativa no tiene contraccion:

Significado Sin contraer
Yo tenia, yo habia I had

T tenias, ta habias You had

El tenia, él habia He had

Ella tenia, ella habia She had

Ello tenia, ello habia It had
Nosotros teniamos, nosotros habiamos | We had
Vosotros teniais, vosotros habiais You had
Ellos tenian, ellos habian They had

Su formacion en la forma negativa es:

Significado Sin contraer | Contraido
Yo no tenia, yo no habia I had not [ hadn't

T4 no tenias, ti no habias You had not You hadn’t
El no tenia, él no habia He had not He hadn't
Ella no tenia, ella no habia She had not She hadn’t
Ello no tenia, ello no habia It had not It hadn't
Nosotros no teniamos, no habiamos | We had not We hadn’t
Vosotros no teniais, no habiais You had not You hadn’t
Ellos no tenian, ellos no habian They had not | They hadn't

La forma interrogativa tampoco tiene forma contraida:

Significado Sin contraer
¢Tenia yo, habia yo? Had I?
¢Tenias tu, habias ta? Had you?
¢Tenia él, habia €1? Had he?
cTenia ella, habia ella? Had she?
cTenia ello, habia ello? Had it?
¢Teniamos nosotros, habiamos nosotros? | Had we?
¢Teniais vosotros, habiais vosotros? Had you?
¢Tenian ellos,habian ellos? Had they?

El verbo “to have” también admite la conjugacion que veremos a continuacion, pero es
ésta que acabamos de ver la que emplearemos en los tiempos perfectos.
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Resto de verbos

El resto de los verbos, exceptuando los verbos modales (can, could, must, have to,
might, may y should) seguiran las reglas que veremos a continuacion.

En la forma afirmativa, que no tiene forma contraida:

- sies un verbo regular: anadiremos “ed” al infinitivo del verbo.

- sies un verbo irregular: utilizaremos su forma en pasado. Es necesario estudiar
esta forma en pasado para conjugar correctamente en pasado simple afirmativo
cada uno de los verbos irregulares.

De nuevo usaremos el verbo regular “to walk” (“andar”) como ejemplo.

Significado Sin contraer
Yo andaba I walked

Ta andabas You walked
El andaba He walked
Ella andaba She walked
Ello andaba It walked
Nosotros andabamos | We walked
Vosotros andabais You walked
Ellos andaban They walked

En la forma negativa utilizaremos el pasado del verbo “to do”, “did” como verbo
auxiliar, indicando asi que es un pasado. El verbo principal ira en infinitivo, pues
“did” ya nos indica que estamos hablando en pasado simple:

Significado Sin contraer Contraido

Yo no andaba I did not walk I didn't walk

T no andabas

You did not walk

You didn’t walk

El no andaba

He did not walk

He didn"t walk

Ella no andaba

She did not walk

She didn’t walk

Ello no andaba

It did not walk

It didn"t walk

Nosotros no andabamos

We did not walk

We didn’t walk

Vosotros no andabais

You did not walk

You didn’t walk

Ellos no andaban

They did not walk

They didn’t walk

La forma interrogativa también emplea la forma en pasado del “to do”, “did” como

verbo auxiliar, yendo de nuevo el verbo en infinitivo.

Significado Sin contraer
¢Andaba yo? Did I walk?
¢Andabas ta? Did you walk?

¢Andaba é1?

Did he walk?

cAndaba ella?

Did she walk?

¢Andaba ello?

Did it walk?

¢Andabamos nosotros?

Did we walk?

¢Andabais vosotros?

Did you walk?

cAndaban ellos?

Did they walk?
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
